From Ist January 2022, all persons on board a boat while racing shall be members of a Club affiliated
fo Ausfralian Sailing and have an Australian Sailing number, or hold a valid SailPass, or if an
international competitor, be a member of club affiliated to a World Sailing recognised Member
National Authority.

Effective from Sunday 3d October 2021 (SoPYC Opening Day), nhon-member competitors
shall obtain a Day Membership SailPass available by registering through our website.

Keelboat races held every Wednesday throughout the year
starting at 14:40 with a race duration of up to 2.5 hours. No
Spinnakers permitted.

Keelboat races held every Saturday from October until the end
of April. Normally starting at 13:30 and finishing around 16:30.

Keelboat racing held on alternating Sundays during the colder
months from May until September starting at 13:30 and finishing
no later than 1700. Spinnakers encouraged.

Various junior, youth and senior Off The Beach classes competing
every Sunday during the summer months and alternating
Sundays during winter. Multiple races each day around
inflatable marks on Melvile Water starting at 13:30 unfil
approximately 16:30.

PowerYacht Time-Trialling is held most Saturdays between May
and September, generally a 30min-2hr course depending on
the nominated speeds.
